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Chapter One

The Constitution of the Valley of Altoona







Local Masonic History

Historically, Freemasonry has been traced to Biblical times when men who were desirous
of learning the building trades aligned themselves into "Lodges" for the purpose of
learning the craft and finding work. In those days, only men who were "free born" or
non-slave were permitted to join, hence the term "Freemason" was found. Over the vears,
the society flourished until it started receiving members who were not interested in taking
an active role in the craft.

At this juncture, a separation took place. One group maintained their lodges for
occupational purposes, these were called "Operative Masons". The other group wanted to
maintain the high ideals and philosophies, however, did not wish to practice the craft.
These were called "Speculative Masons”.

Known records date to 1599, those being the minutes of Lodge No 1 of Edinburgh
England. The Mother Grand Lodge of the world is that of England, inaugurated in
London on St John the Baptist Day in 1717.

In Pennsylvania, Freemasonry was traced to a period previous to 1730 in Philadelphia,
where Bro. Benjamin Franklin made references to the existence of Freemasonry in his
Pennsylvania Gazette. Records also show that the Grand Master of England did appoint a



Provisional Grand Master, Daniel Coxe, for Pennsylvania in 1730. The Provisional
District included New Jersey and New York. In 1731, a Grand Lodge was organized in
Pennsylvania with William Good serving as the Grand Master. This Grand Lodge was a
predecessor of the present Grand Lodge and the first in the Colonmes. Many Masonic
Scholars still regard the 1731 date as the foundation of Pennsylvania Freemasonry,
making it the third oldest Grand Lodge in the World. The Grand Lodge had sixteen
Grand Masters between 1731 and 1755, one of which was Bro. Benjamin Franklin.
Between 1755 and 1786 the Grand Lodge had granted 45 Warrants for new Lodges, but
was beginning to evolve into Ancient York Masonry.

English Freemasonry had already existed in the Colonies as early as 1730, but all was not
going too well with the mother country due to taxation without representation.
Freemasonry always seeks freedom from tyranny and dictatorial power; therefore many
Masons were prime movers for Independence. We find that on December 16, 1773, the
regular meeting night of St. Andrew's Lodge in Boston, which was always well attended,
did not have a quorum present. Instead, the Members disguised themselves as Mohawk
Indians and dumped 342 chests of tea in the Boston Harbor. In the Minute Book, there
was no record on that particular page, with the exception of a large "T". The good
women, equal to the occasion, had plenty of hot water ready to remove the paint and
feathers.

At least one of the brave heroes of that party, Thomas White, later settled in this region.
He served his Country well in the Continental Army, and later was given land along the
Raystown Branch of the Juniata River. Thus, we can see the type of men and Masons that
came into the Juniata Valley after the War.

In the year 1786, the Grand Lodge of Pennsylvania was Constituted, independent of the
Mother Grand Lodge of England. Three years after this, the Brethren at Bedford
Petitioned for a Charter to hold a Lodge at that place, which was granted December 28,
1789, and was known as Bedford Lodge No. 48.

On July 12, 1792, Warrant No. 55 was granted to open a Lodge at Huntingdon. On March
21, 1796, Warrant No. 68 was issued to open a Lodge at Mifflin. On December 1, 1800,
Warrant No. 85 was granted to the Brethren at Alexandria. But by the year 1814, Lodges
Nos. 55 and 85 became inactive and surrendered their Warrants, even though this section
was making rapid progress. Iron furnaces and forges were being erected, farming and
small manufacturing became profitable, and many of the old iron masters and men of
most every occupation became interested in the Fraternity.

On June 4, 1821, a new Warrant, No. 178 was issued to Mt, Moriah Lodge at
Huntingdon. This Lodge was very active and many leading men in this section became
Members. At least one became a charter Member of Portage Lodge. But during the Anti-
Masonic Movement of the 1820's and 183('s, this Lodge ceased to work and surrendered



its Warrant. These were very trying times and years for the fraternity and it was almost
inviting prosecution to be a Member of a Masonic Lodge.

During the 1830's, the Pennsylvania Canal was being built to the head of the Juniata
Valley at Hollidaysburg, a community of 70 persons. This town had a strategic location:
it was a transfer point between the Pennsylvania Canal and the Portage Railroad. It was
here the canal boats, which were built in sections, were divided and loaded on flat cars
for the ascent and descent by a series of planes and levels across the Allegheny
Mountains to Johnstown. The Portage Railroad was considered the greatest engineering
undertaking of all time and required the most skilled engineers and craftsmen of that age.

The word “Portage" had a very definite meaning to the people of Hollidaysburg, which
by the year 1846 had a population of approximately 2,000 persons, among them a number
of Masons. The Anti-Masonic feeling had subsided by the year 1845 and Masonry, like
the sun breaking through the clouds, shone out in all its brightness, beauty and glory
again! Voices of rejoicing were heard throughout all the Lodge Rooms. On May 27,
1845, Lewistown Lodge No. 203 was reconstituted. On November 20, 1845 Lafayette
Lodge No. 199 was moved from Jersey Shore to Lock Haven and became active. During
the summer of 1846 a small band of 'reemasons in Hollidaysburg decided to organize a
Masonic Lodge. Having made their application in due form, the Right Worshipful Grand
Lodge of Pennsylvania at the Quarterly Communication held September 7, 1846,

acted favorably on their Petition.

Past Master John R. Weeks appeared on the 3rd day of December A.D. 1846, and having
produced his authority after convening the Lodge, a Past Master Lodge was opened in
ancient form and Michael Kelly was duly Installed as Worshipful Master of Portage
Lodge No 220; Irwin Horrell as Senior Warden; Benjamin E. Betts as Junior Warden;
John Martin as Treasurer, and Joseph D. Biles as secretary.

Following Portage Lodge No. 220, Mountain Lodge No. 281 and Juniata Lodge No. 282
were Constituted in 1853 followed by Logan Lodge No. 490 and Tyrone Lodge No. 494
in 1871. Woodbury Lodge No. 539 was Constituted in 1875, and moved into Roaring
Spring in 1887. Hiram Lodge No. 616 was the last to be Constituted in Blair County in
1898.

York Rite Masonry
The first assemblages of the extended degrees appeared in Blair County in 1846 when
Mount Moriah Royal Arch Chapter was Constituted in 1846, followed by Mountain
Commandry in 1854, Mountain Council of Royal and Select Masons in 1857 and
Mountain Chapter in 1858.

Scottish Rite Masonry

The Ancient Accepted Scottish Rite is a group of Bodies and Rites that exemplify and
enlarge upon the three Degrees of Freemasonry.



Although Scottish Rite Bodies and some of their predecessors often claimed jurisdiction
over the three Craft Degrees, they had no legitimate title thereto. The Degrees of the
Scottish Rite and its predecessors originated in France, at first, and until such degrees
began to be added in other countries. The French called them Hauts Grades, or High
Grades.

French Freemasonry started with the formation of the first Masonic Lodge Amitie " et
Fraternite’ in Dunkirk, France, in 1721 and working under the Grand Lodge of England.
Four other Lodges would be formed around France between 1725 and 1730. These
Lodges had ceased to exist after 1737, and after freeing themselves from anarchy,
Masonic Lodges again appeared in France. Most were irregular and met infrequently.
These Lodges knew little of English practice and could care less, but were well adept at
introducing innovations and aberrations.

Thory states that a general assembly of Masons was held December 11, 1743, and that
the history of the Grand Lodge began at that time. It chose the name Grande Loge
Anglaise de France, a very clear indication of the intent to adhere to the English
Constitutions. '

By 1740, Hauts Grades were appearing in considerable numbers, especially in Ecossais
or Scottish Master and the Chivalric, so that French Masonry, before it was well-schooled
in the principals and traditions of Craft Masonry, became loaded down with degrees and
orders, not only presuming elevated social standing, but pretending to superior Masonic
knowledge, secret and authority (the Scots or Scottish Master) and degrees of superior
social and political grade (the knightly). These and the numerous councils, chapters, and
orders, which had administered them, increased, as Thory stated, it was difficult to tell
the authentic from the spurious. '

The history of the Scottish Rite really begins with the Chapter of Clermont of about
1754, for there seenis to have been a fairly clear line of transmission thence through the
Rite of Perfection, knights of the East, Emperors of the East and West (o the Scottish
Rite, which was founded more particularly on the Constitutions of 1786, though there
was probably no body of the Rite erected prior to 1801. "

The Rite of Perfection was brought to America by Stephen Morin in 1761-67 under a
patent issued him by the Emperors of the East and West at Paris, some of whom were
also officers of one faction of the Grand Lodge of France. This was a Rite of 25 Degrees
headed by Sovereign Prince of Masonry, and Grand Knight Commander of the Royal
Secrel, that title being subject to variations.

Not much is known about Morin’s activities, the main enlightenment coming from what
is presumed to be a true copy of a letter from Morin to de Jonville, dated June 1763,
stating that at the beginning of 1772 (doubtless meaning 1762) he was captured at sea by
the British and taken to London. The only other facts known about Morin are that

sometime before 1767, he conferred the degrees on Henry Andrew Francken, making him
a Deputy Inspector General at Kingston, Jamaica, *

Not much more is known about Francken. He went to New York in October, 1767, and in
that year conferred the degrees on William Gamble and Francis Joseph von Pfister, both
of Albany, giving them a patent to open a Lodge of Perfection at Albany. In that year in
New York, he also created Moses Michael Hayes, a Jewish merchant of that city, Deputy
Inspector General.

Hays seems to have made little use of his prerogatives during the next 14 years, but in
1781, he created Isaac De Costa Deputy Inspector General for South Carolina. In that
year, a meeting was held and a Lodge of Perfection organized at Philadelphia with
Solomon Bush as Deputy. At that meeting were deputies present from Pennsylvania,
North Carolina, Georgia, New Jersey, the Leeward Isiands, the Winward Islands, and
“North America.”

The Emperors and Rite of Perfection became dormant and died out in France about 1780,
and after reaching the new world, 1t was far from vigorous for many years. [n 1801, John
Mitchell and Dr. Frederick Dalcho prepared or came into possession of certain
Constitutions of 1786 {claimed by some to have been issued under royal sanction by
Frederick the Great at Berlin) for the Ancient and Accepted Scottish Rite of 33 degrees.
Those two members created themselves into a Sovereign Supreme Council of Inspeciors
General, 337 Degree, A.&A.S.R., May 31, 1801. '

Ancient Accepted Scottish Rite, Northern Masonic Jurisdiction

Much like the evolutionary process of Masonry in general, the Northern Masonic
Jurisdiction is a result of change. The first evidence of Northern Scottish Rite Masonry
started in 1813 and was named Supreme Council 33" Degree for the Northern Masonic
Jurisdiction of the Unilted States; Bideaud Council.

During the period covered by the discussion of several schismatic or spurious bodies in
the North, the regular and recognized Bideaud Supreme Council had suffered from the
Anti-Masonic excitement from extreme conservatism, and finally from suspended
animation. But it revived about 1844 with I.J.J. Gourgas as Grand Commander and Giles
Fonda Yates as Lieutenant. In 1845, the Northern Supreme Council resolved to establish
bodies of the Rite at the capital or chief city in each of the 14 states then under its
jurisdiction and by 1858, 1t had 43 subordinate bodies distributed through 9 of those 14
states. In 1851 it moved its seat from New York City to Boston.

At a special meeting in Boston, December 13, 1866, there were present S.W. Robinson,
L.R. Piage, G.W. Bentley, C.T. McClenachan, W. Field, J.C. Hagey, W. Barrett, A. King,
and P. Lawson, most of whom, seem to have antedated the merger with
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the Hays Body and J.L. Lewis, H.C. Banks, J. Sheville, and C.F. Paige who came over
from the Hays Body. It will be observed that, all the legitimate members named by Pike,
only one, S.W. Robinson was present. Then Robinson appointed Lawson a member of
the Supreme Council; those two elected Lewis; the three of them brought in L.R. Paige;
and so on with C.F. Paige, C.T. McClenachan, W. Field, and W. Barrett. Those eight
constituted the new Northern Supreme Council. Three of the new Inspectors General
were from the old Hays Body, two from the Raymond Body and three from the merged
Hays-Raymond Body. '

The Van Rensselaer group was still to be dealt with. Efforts toward reconciliation

were begun and on May 15, 1867, by prearrangement, both met at Boston in separate
halls and separately approved articles of union which provided for a complete merger of
the two bodies under the name Supreme Council of the Ancient Accepted Scottish Rite for
the Northern Jurisdiction of the United States of America.

The Principles of the Scottish Rite

Declaration of Principles by the Supreme Council of Sovereign Grand Inspectors
General of the Thirty-Third and Last Degree of the Ancient Accepted Scottish Rite
of Freemasonry for the Northern Masonic Jurisdiction of the United States of
America.

In view of the many allegations that Freemasonry concerns itself in controversies, both of
a religious and political nature, this Supreme Council hereby declares to the world, the
following statement of principles:

This Supreme Council affirms its unswerving loyalty to the fundamental purpose and
principles of I'reemasonry.

It understands that purpose to be the improvement and strengthening of the character of
the individual man, through the individual of the community.

It believes that this purpose s to be attained by laying a broad basis of principle upon
which men of every race, country, sect and opinion may unite rather than by setting up a
restricted platform upon which only those of certain races, creeds, and opinions can
assemble.

Believing that good and wide men can be trusted to act well and wisely, it considers it the
duty of the Fraternity to impress upon its members the principles of personal
righteousness and personal responsibility to enlighten them as to those things which make
for human welfare, and to inspire them with that feeling of charity or well wishing,
toward all mankind which will move them to translate principle and conviction into
action.

To that end, it teaches and stands for the worship of God, for truth and justice, liberty and
enlightenment, fraternity and philanthropy.

It believes in principles rather than programs. Principles unite men; programs divide
them. Men may agree on principles without agreeing upon their particular application to
some specific problem.

Nothing can be more important than the preservation of the essential and permanent
sympathy and unity of purpose of those who are unable to agree as to the wisest action
under special and temporary conditions.

It is of the essence of Freemasonry that this unity be preserved.

Believing this, this Supreme Council affirms its continued adherence to that ancient and
approved rule of Freemasonry which forbids the discussion within tyled doors of creeds,
politics, or other topics apt to excite personal animosities.

It further affirms its conviction that 1t is not only contrary to the fundamental principles
of Freemasonry, but exceedingly dangerous to 1ts unity, strength, usefulness, and welfare
for Masonic Bodies in their official capacity to take formal action, or attempt to exercise
pressure or influence for or against any particular legislative project or proposal, or in any
way to attempt to procure the election or appointment of government officials, whether
executive, legislative, or judicial, or to influence them, whether or not members of the
fraternity, in the performance of their official duties. True Masons should act in civil life
according to his individual judgment and the dictates of his conscience.

The Northern Masonic Jurisdiction includes the 15 states east of the Mississippi River
and north of the Mason-Dixon Line and the Ohio River, including Delaware.

The Constitution of the Valley of Altoona

At the middle of the twentieth century, the Altoona-Blair County area was a
“battleground” for several of the surrounding Scottish Rite Valleys; Williamsport and
Harrisburg, both having large memberships in the area. From time to time, both had been
talking about the formation of a Valley of the Scottish Rite in this section, but loyalty of
the Scottish Rite leaders to their own Valleys, whether it be Harrisburg, Williamsport or
some other Valley prevented any real positive move.
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Jaffa Mosque, Altoona PA

The Acnves for Pennsylvania, I1l:. Brothers Scott S. Leiby, Richard A. Kern, Willard G.
Cutler. and William E. Yeager werc interested in the formation of a new Valley. The
main reascen being that no one should have to travel over 100 miles to receive the Scottish
Rite Degrees. In June 1951, a meeting was held with the above named Brethren. The men
attending from the local area were: ;. Bro. Arthur E. Winter, 33° and Brothers Herbert
S Brehman. George H, Brehman, . Dean Burket. George D. Mallow, Clarence W.
Hoover. and Harold R. Mallow. Alter much discussion, it was agreed that these seven
men would each collect signatures on a Petition for a Dispensation to hold a Lodge of
Perfection in Altoona. To pay for the Dispensation, each member was to contribute
£5.00. In two weeks, the group had collected 135 signatures. The Petition was sent to the
Pennsvivania Counci! of Deliberation. The Council approved the request and 11 was sent
on to the Supreme Council for the Northern Masonic Jurisdiction. On September 26,
1951, the Supreme Council approved granting the Dispensation for a Lodge to be known
as the Altoona Lodge of Perfection. 14°.



On December 11, 1951, an extraordinary session of the Supreme Council 33°, meeting in
the Jaffa Mosque with Iil:. Bro. Scott S. Leiby, Deputy for Pennsylvania acting as
Sovereign Grand Commander, the Dispensation was delivered and the following officers
were installed:

From the report of the Pennsylvania Deputy, Ill:. Bro. Scott S. Leiby, 33°, at the Council
of Deliberation, held July 11, 1952 at Philadelphia, PA:

“We are happy to report that pursuant to the approva! of the Supreme Council, the
Deputy accompanied by Active and Honorary Members of the Supreme Council, and



many Scottish Rite Brethren, had the great pleasure of delivering a Dispensation for a
Lodge of Perfection at Altoona, Blair County, Pennsylvania, December 11, 1951. This
Lodge of Perfection immediately became active, organized by elected officers, adopting
by-laws and appointing the necessary committees, and on April 3, 1952, held its first
Reunion to confer degrees. The Degree cast from Gourgas Lodge of Perfection at
Pittsburgh Conferred the 7°, and the degree cast from Williamsport Lodge of Perfection
conferred the 14°. The work, in each case, was most acceptably done and well received
by a Class of approximately 100 Brethren seeking further Masonic Light.”



Chapter Two

Historical Record of the Valley of Altoona

Valley History 1952 — 1959

The first Reunion was held on April 3, 1952. The George Washington Bicentennial Class
consisting of 103 Candidates was 1nvited into the Mysteries of the Scottish Rite. The 4°
was conferred by a team from the Valley of Pittsburgh and the 14° by a team from the
Valley of Williamsport. I11:. Bro. Willard G. Cutler, 33°, Active for Pennsylvania
communicated the other 9 Degrees.

The committee labored with the many problems of the Valley Lodge Room. After much
review, the committee presented two estimates to the Valley, one for $12, 537 and one



for $19,837 which included the addition of air conditioning. The Valley approved the
second estimate and directed the committee to “go all the way”. One of the problems of
the Lodge Room was the location near an outside wall that permitted moisture to enter
the wall. The plaster of the South wall continuously eroded and fell off. Bro. Earl
Robison, an employee of a local contractor, recommended installing a new aluminum
stud system and waterproof drywall along the affected walls in the Lodge Room and the
attached Lounge. The new wall was built and afterward, was carpeted by Bro. Ralph
Arthur. A new wall was also installed behind the stage, lighting and curtains were also
installed. The old seating was getting rough and new theater seating was purchased from
the William F. Gable Company for a cost of $5850.00. New officers’ stations were also
purchased. Lastly, air conditioning was installed for members comfort. To complete the
renovation, [ll: Bro Mallow designed and donated plaques depicting the four Bodies, to
the Valley.

The renovations were completed and the Lodge Room was formally dedicated in May of
1975. The program was a gala affair with the Sovereign Grand Commander in
attendance. The Sovereign Grand Commander was very impressed and remarked on the
progress of the Valley in such a short time.

It was well attended
and we received many favorable comments. Refreshments were served at the conclusion
of the program.

Our Spring Membership Drive only resulted in eight additional members. It was very
disappointing. We went ahead with the Reunion of May 4" and 5™. The Class was named
in honor of Tll;. Bro. James A. Yoder, 33°. We don’t know how long we can continue
having two Reunions a year as in the past, considering the cost. We received only a total
of sixteen new members this Scottish Rite year. The Shrine decision to bypass Scottish
Rite has really hurt us since we are so closely aligned with the Shrine. The local
leadership is supportive but the members are not securing Scottish Rite petitions as well
as Shrine petitions.

Our Reunion Banquet is scheduled for Thursday May 24th, in the Jaffa Mosque Dining
Hall. We have invited the new members back plus their ladies, and their signers. We also
plan to award the Abbott Scholarships and our Valley Scholarships to deserving students.
This year we received two Abbott Scholarships and are awarding two Valley
Scholarships. We are also holing our installation of officers during the banquet. We have
a full slate of officers for the coming year.

After a year has passed since [ asked to be relieved as Secretary, the Valley finally
elected a new Secretary to take my place. He is Manuel Pena from Johnstown. He is
helping out in the office to learn the procedures until he 1s installed.

Of concern to the Valley is the inactivity of our Scottish Rite Clubs. The members who
were active have passed away or are unable to help because of age or health reasons,
Replacements have not come forward. Also, our Family Life Week needs to be
revitalized. Qur chairman has talked about different activities, but little has been done.
Our membership is still declining. We have lost a total of 70 members by death, 94
demits and suspensions, while only receiving 16 new members, and 4 affiliations and 5
restorations.

We are finally getting moving on our plans for our Children’s Learning Center. We have
rented a store front in Downtown Altoona. Remodeling is progressing. We have our



Board of Governor’s in place, but are still looking for a Director and tutors. No date has
been set for the opening.

One of our problems from time to time is the lack of response from Supreme Council to
our guestions and problems involving the Computer System, It gets frustrating at times.

The Valley of Altoona wishes to take this opportunity to pledge to you our continued
support for the work of our fraternity.

K FOR CHILDREN /

When you were a boy, did you spend your spare time with Robert Louis Stevenson’s
swashbuckling heroes, the Hardy Boys or Superman? Classics or comic books or
something in between, reading was something that most kids didn’t realize was good for
them.

However, if you had difficulty reading as a kid, maybe this message really hit home for
you.

For about 15 percent of all children, reading is no fun, it’s a struggle. Dyslexia is the
name of a common leaming difference that makes normal reading instruction inadequate
and sometimes excruciatingly frustrating. It’s not a phase. It does not clear up by its self.
Its effects can stunt the progress of otherwise bright youngsters through out their school
years, through out their careers, through out their lives.



Here’s the saddest part; there are proven techniques to overcome dyslexia, but most
children affected by it are not receiving this help they need.

That’s where we come in. Big problem needs a big solution. The Scottish Rite has
undertaken to create a network of free specialized training centers for Children with
Dyslexia.

We already have 42 centers up and running. We are helping hundreds of kids each year in
after school and summer programs. But we know that is not enough.

Our Fraternity plans to add 18 more centers, bringing the total to 60 with in five years.
We have at least one center in each of the 15 states of the Northern Masonic Jurisdiction.

The mission of the 32° Masonic Learning Center for Children is to provide free quality,
state of the art and remedial education to children with disabilities in reading, writing,
and related scholastic skills diagnosed as "dyslexia". This service is provided free of
charge. Dyslexia is a "silent" and frequently unrecognized problem and often results in a
range of academic and behavioral problems. These disabilities can be treated effectively.

[n 1997, John Biddle, 33°, Chairman of the Valley of Altoona Executive Committee,
appointed Dr. Dale W. Woomer the task of determining if there was an interest and a
need for a Learning Center in the Valley or Altoona. After a survey of school officials by
personal contact throughout the area, and statistics from a survey of the Northern
Masonic Jurisdiction, he reported to the Executive Committee that there is an interest and
aneed in our jurisdiction A center can become a reality where there is a desire to make a
positive difference in children's lives, a willingness to dedicate time and energy to a
program of community services and a vision of what can be done now as a foundation for
the future. The executive Committee voted in favor of opening a center and appointed a
planning committee of Dale W. Woomer, chairman, Ronald Yoder and James Yoder and
the current presiding officers of the Lodge of Perfection, Council of Princes of Jerusalem,
Chapter of Rose Croix, and Consistory

The decision to open a Center in the Valley or Altoona was submitted on February 28,
1998 to the Executive Director Joseph Berlandi. Nominations for the Board of
Governors, (volunteers of professional people knowledgeable in the fields of Education,
Business, Law, Public Welfare, etc.) were submitted to the Executive Director and
approved on September 28. 1998

To open a center, a Valley must submit a fund raising plan to raise $25.000, which would
be matched by the Learning Center Corporation. Fund raising would take extensive
planning over a long period of time and after much discussion, the Executive Committee
voted to set aside the amount in the Treasury needed for this purpose with the matchmg
funds available, a Construction, Budget was submitted and approved

There were two major problems to be solved before the Learning Center could become a
reality--hiring a Director, and locating a site After investigating many sites (for about 2



years): i.e. Jaffa Mosque, office buildings, an abandoned Presbyterian Church, Portable
Classroom trailers and finally a vacant music store owned by one of our members, we
selected the Music Store. The music store, in addition to being a fine choice, was also
appropriate as it was once owned by [ll:. Bro. Arthur Winter, the first 33° to join the
Valley of Altoona and recommender for the Valley’s first warrant. [I1:. Phillip Berquist,
33°, VP of the Corporation. visited Altoona to inspect the site and after inspecting the
building for square footage and space available, heat, air condition, locality, rest room
facilities and construction plans prepared by an architect and an engineer, he approved
the site. The plans were then submitted to the Pa Department of Labor and Industry and
the Altoona Building Inspector for approval for the necessary permits. This delayed
construction for 8 months. After permits were granted, construction took 6 months.

The next hurdle was finding a qualified director, one certified in the Orton-Gillingham
method. After advertising locally and on the WEB, contacting the Orton Gillingham
Academy, contacting other Center Directors, all to no avail, we ended our search by
training one of our Tutor trainees to satisfy the director qualifications. Mrs. Patty
Harrison. Reading Specialist in the Glendale School District completed the requirements
and was appointed Acting Director. Mrs. Karen Woomer, Retired Penelec Exec was hired
as the Administrative Assistant, The opening date was January 15, 2002 and the first
three students. Matthew. Neil and Justin started training on February 9. 2002. The
Summer Session started with 4 (Tutor) Trainees and 9 students with 4 additional students
on the waiting list.

The Masonic Learning Center Corporation in Lexington, MA pays all Center operating
expenses except rent of the building.

Mission Statement

The Mission of a Center is to provide quality, state-of-the-art, remedial education to
children with disabilities in reading, writing, and related scholastic skills, diagnosed as
"dyslexia," In keeping with the commitment of 32° Masons to children in the community,
this service is provided free of charge to children who have been previously tested,
evaluated and diagnosed as dyslexics.

QOur teaching is modeled after the Orton-Gillingham method, which uses a structured,
sequential, multi-sensory and phonetic approach. With Orton-Gillingham, we teach
children diagnostically and individually. Students learn the structure of the English
language, using sensory, visual, and kinesthetic pathways, and are tutored on "one on
one" twice a week after regular school hours.

Qur training program (free of charge) for Tutors is essential to our success. Tutors first
learn the "Orton Gillingham" approach, and then they tutor children under the close’
supervision of the Orton-Gillingham Trainer. Thereafter, tutors attend regular seminars
and can study recommended written material to broaden their understanding of Dyslexia
and its remediation. **College credit can be earned for this methods course. **



THERE IS NO CHARGE FOR THIS TUTORING FOR THE STUDENT OR PARENTS
Procedure for admission to the Masonic Children's Learning Center

The Masonic Learning Center is designed to tutor dyslexic students from grades 1-12,
upon recommendation from school psychologists to the Director of the Center, When the
recommendation is received, an application is forwarded to the applicant to be completed
by the parents and returned to the Learning Center with a copy of the child's evaluation
results that have been completed by the school psychologist or by another community
agency. When the application and evaluation is received by the Learning Center, the
Director completes an evaluation summary and forwards both the application and the
evaluations to the Supreme Council offices in Lexington, Massachusetts where they are
reviewed to determine if the child is an appropriate candidate for the program.
